Committee on Enforced Disappearances (CED)
CED is the body of independent experts which monitors the implementation of the Convention for the Protection of all Persons against Enforced Disappearance by the States parties. It consists of 10 members, serving in their personal capacity. 21st session (13-24 September 2021)
The prevailing circumstances linked to the Covid-19 pandemic do not allow to confirm yet whether in person meetings will be possible in September 2021. The present information note was prepared taking into account this uncertain situation. All interested stakeholders will be informed as soon as possible in that regard. 
In the meantime, the Committee continues its work on a daily basis, and confirms that it will hold its session in September 2021. However, the agenda and programme of work will have to be adapted depending on the possibility of having face-to-face meetings. The deadlines shared in this note have been defined on the basis of the current agenda.

Venue of the session
Depending on the evolution of the COVID 19 pandemic, the 21st session of the Committee will take place in Geneva, or remotely. Information will be shared as it becomes available.
States parties under review
1. Initial reports: dialogue with the State party and adoption of concluding observations (art. 29(1) of the Convention) 

Session 21: the Committee will examine the reports and the situation of the following States parties: Brazil and Panama.
The examination of the State party's initial report takes place through an interactive dialogue with representatives of the national authorities, and exchanges with national human rights institutions, and civil society actors, including NGOs and victims. 
Following the interactive dialogue with the State party, the Committee holds a closed meeting to adopt concluding observations. In this official document, the Committee outlines the positive aspects, the principal subjects of concern and the recommendations of the Committee to the State party regarding the measures it should take to comply with its obligations under the Convention.
2. Reports on additional information: dialogue with the State party, or desk review with short dialogue, and adoption of observations (art. 29(4) of the Convention)

Session 21: the Committee will examine the reports on additional information of the following States parties: France and Spain (desk reviews with “short dialogue”).

Contrary to other Treaty Bodies, the Committee on Enforced Disappearances does not have a system of periodic reports. However, it can request States parties to provide additional information on the implementation of the Convention (article 29-4 of the Convention). The review of additional information is carried out through an interactive dialogue, or a desk review followed by a short dialogue during which the State party and the Committee can have a direct interaction and clarify any doubts that may remain. 
This flexible and nimble procedure aims at ensuring a thorough monitoring of the implementation of the Committee‘s recommendations and of the principles of the Convention by all States parties, with the frequency and to the extent required depending on the specific situation of enforced disappearances in the country. 

Following the consideration of the additional information provided by the State concerned, the Committee adopts, in a closed meeting, Observations on Additional Information. These observations provide guidance to the authorities of the State party to implement their obligations under the Convention. 
3. Lists of issues 

Session 21: the Committee will adopt lists of issues for Costa Rica, Mali and Mauritania.
Lists of issues are adopted by the Committee for States that have submitted a report. They transmit to the State the Committee’s questions about the information provided in the report. 

Upon adoption, they are transmitted to the State party, which is invited to provide written replies within a deadline determined by the Committee.

Participation of victims, Civil Society Organizations and National Human Rights Institutions
The Committee on Enforced Disappearances highly welcomes and encourages the participation of victims, civil society organizations, and National Human Rights Institutions in its work. 

Such participation can be done through the submission of written information prior to the session (see deadlines below), and through oral briefings to the Committee during the session.
1. Written contributions 
a) Content of written contributions: 

- The information/reports should be as specific, reliable and objective as possible, and be drafted in non-abusive language. 
- All contributions must relate to the situation of enforced disappearances in the State concerned, but also on all the provisions related to the prevention of enforced disappearances (as regards for example the registration of person deprived of liberty, or access to the related information; the issue of non-refoulement; the principles of cooperation between States parties, etc.). 

- Reports that follow the same form of presentation as the reports submitted by the State party are particularly welcome. The information must be relevant to the Committee’s mandate and the examination of the State party's report. 
- Written submissions should be as concise and precise as possible. They should be limited to a maximum of 10,700 words (approx. 15 pages), plus annexes.
- When related to a State with regard to which the Committee will adopt a list of issues, it is highly recommended to consult the report of the State party, available on the session webpage, to make any comments thereon. Written contributions should also address all issues considered of relevance, even if they are not mentioned in the State party report.
- As related to the examination of States under article 29(4), under the modality of Desk Review (see France and Spain for the 21st session), States parties have until 17 July to submit replies to specific questions of the Committee. These replies will be posted on the session webpage upon receipt. NHRIS and civil society organizations are kindly invited to provide comments on these replies.
- The information should not contain names of victims, except if related to cases of large public knowledge, or if the organization submitting the report counts with the consent of the victims (the persons who were disappeared but were located, or their relatives, or representatives), and can demonstrate such consent.  
- The submission must specify the name of the organization that presents it. Anonymous information is not accepted.
- All submissions should be made in English, French or Spanish. As most members of the Committee use English as their working language, it is highly recommended to translate to English the documents submitted in French and Spanish (an unofficial translation is sufficient. In such case, please provide all available language versions of the document). Please note that the UN Secretariat does not translate documents submitted by national human rights institutions and civil society representatives.

- All documents must be submitted electronically (in Word or PDF) to the Secretariat of the Committee at the following email address: ced@ohchr.org
- Please indicate in the subject matter of your email the country to which the submission refers to, and the session number (21st session).
- In principle, all submitted information will be posted on the Committee’s webpage as public. Please specify clearly in your message of submission if you wish the report to be made public or to be kept confidential. 
b) Deadlines for written contributions (21st session):
The deadlines for written contributions vary depending on the phase of the procedure corresponding to each State concerned. 

- For Costa Rica, Mali and Mauritania: 19 June 2021
- For France and Spain: 2 August 2021
- For Brazil and Panama:  2 August 2021

2. Oral briefings during the session
